Barry Mansell, Vice-Chairman, called the meeting to order.

1.
MOTION BY ERIC WILMARTH AND SECOND BY GARY WINCHESTER TO APPROVE THE 6/30/08 CONSENT AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  All members present voted for the motion.

2.
MOTION BY GARY WINCHESTER AND SECOND BY ERIC WILMARTH TO APPROVE THE 5/28/08 MINUTES AS PRESENTED.  All members present voted for the motion.

3.
VICE-CHAIRMAN MANSELL REVIEWED THE FOLLOW-UP ITEMS FROM THE 5/28/08 MEETING:

1. DWIGHT TURNER DISCUSSED THE POSSIBILITY OF DISTRIBUTING CCWSA NEWSLETTERS TO AUTHORITY CUSTOMERS ON EITHER A MONTHLY OR QUARTERLY BASIS.  Mr. Turner noted that Authority staff is continuing to research this issue.
2. JIM CARPENTER OF PBS&J REPORTED NO ANTICIPATED DELAYS REGARDING THE CONCRETE WORK AT THE FITZGERALD CREEK PLANT.  Mr. Carpenter noted that the Authority is not responsible for repairs associated with this project.
3. TOM ROACH REPORTED CONCERNING THE STATUS OF THE SPRINT/NEXTEL ISSUE.  Mr. Roach reported that, at the 5/28/08 meeting, the Board approved a termination notice to Sprint/Nextel which would place Sprint/Nextel on notice that their lease agreement will expire in June 2009.  Mr. Roach noted that Sprint/Nextel has expressed interest in leasing the property, and also noted that T-Mobile has expressed interest in installing a monopole on the property.  Mr. Roach stated that he would continue discussions with Sprint/Nextel and T-Mobile and would report back to the Board at next month’s meeting.
4.
JANICE HENDERSON PRESENTED THE FINANCE REPORT.  Mrs. Henderson reported a decrease in water sales by approximately 8 ½% through the period ending 4/30/08, as compared to the period ending 4/30/07.  Mrs. Henderson further reported a decrease in sewer sales by approximately 1%, a decrease in water connection fees by approximately 35%, and a decrease in sewer tap fees by approximately 33%.
Mrs. Henderson further stated that expenses are under budget by approximately $1 million, and interest expenses have increased by approximately 10% due to the 2007 bond issue.
5.
JANICE HENDERSON REPORTED THAT DR. KARL DUFF IS CURRENTLY WORKING ON THE AUTHORITY’S INSURANCE REVIEW, PER THE BOARD’S APPROVAL AT THE 5/28/08 MEETING.  Mrs. Henderson stated that she would report the results of this review at next month’s meeting.
6.
ERIC WILMARTH REPORTED THAT IT IS THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE AUTHORITY’S RATE COMMITTEE TO ADJUST THE AUTHORITY’S WHOLESALE RATE FOR WATER TO $2.25 PER THOUSAND GALLONS OF USAGE, EFFECTIVE 6/30/08.  Mr. Wilmarth noted that the former wholesale rate was $1.97 per thousand gallons of usage.

MR. WILMARTH NOTED THAT IT IS ALSO THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE AUTHORITY’S RATE COMMITTEE TO APPROVE A CHANGE IN RATES FOR THE 
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AUTHORITY’S DOUBLE DETECTOR CHECK ASSEMBLY (DDCA) FEES, EFFECTIVE 6/30/08.  The proposed rates are as follows:

CLINT BLACKWELL PRESENTED THE WATER TREATMENT OPERATIONS REPORT.  Mr. Blackwell reported an average daily treatment of 16.6 MGD for the month of June at the Etowah River WTP.

RICK WILSON PRESENTED THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT OPERATIONS REPORT.  Mr. Wilson reported an average daily treatment of 3.765 MGD at the Rose Creek facility, and an average daily treatment of 1.488 MGD at the Fitzgerald Creek facility.

BILL GRAHAM PRESENTED THE CONSTRUCTION REPORT.  MR. GRAHAM REPORTED THAT THE AUTHORITY IS CURRENTLY PROVIDING WATER TO BASICALLY ALL AUTHORITY CUSTOMERS THROUGH THE ETOWAH WATER TREATMENT PLANT.  Mr. Graham noted that no water is being purchased by the Authority from the City of Canton at this time.  Mr. Graham noted that water is being purchased by the Authority from Cobb County for approximately one half of Gunners Run subdivision, which is located at the Cherokee-Cobb County line.

TOM HEARD PRESENTED THE GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT.  MR. HEARD REPORTED THAT HE HAD BEEN CONTACTED BY TIM CASH OF THE EPD CONCERNING SERVICE BOUNDARIES BETWEEN THE AUTHORITY AND THE CITY OF WOODSTOCK.

IT WAS THE CONSENSUS OF THE BOARD FOR AUTHORITY COUNSEL TO COORDINATE THE SCHEDULING OF AUTHORITY PRESENTMENTS TO THE GRAND JURY DURING THE MONTH OF AUGUST 2008.
